
Student Code of Conduct 

Students are expected to conduct themselves according to biblical ethics as
highlighted below. 

Students must have previously professed Jesus Christ as their Lord and Savior 
and consider themselves to be Hisdisciple.

Students should submit to the authority of Scriptures in
matters of faith and conduct at the control of the Holy Spirit and to the biblical 
authority of those placed over the student
(e.g., professors, advisors, staff and other university
personnel).

Students must be respectful in their dealings with other students, professors and
university office staff at all times. Derogatory and inflammatory conduct that is
demeaning will be immediately handled.

All communications including phone calls and letters to faculty and staff should 
be held to the highest standards of Christian behavior. Any critical, demeaning 
or disrespectful communications are grounds for immediate suspension by the
university.

Students should address professors with respect. Words such as “Sir, Ma’am, 
Doctor, Reverend, and Brother and Sister” are acceptable modes of speech. 
Disrespectful titles, phrases, or any form of questionable language will not be 
tolerated.

Students will be expected to pursue integrity in all areas of life especially in 
their academic life. They shall do their own work. Plagiarism will not be 
tolerated.
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
